SUBJECT: PARISH COUNCIL COMMUNITY FUND 22/23
PURPOSE: To set out the plans for the promotion and allocation of the Parish Council Community Fund 22/23
RECOMMENDATION: That Council approves plans for the promotion and allocation of the Parish Council Community Fund 22/23
1. Background
At the Council meeting on 14 December 2020, it was agreed to convert the Chair’s Allowance to a TPC Community Fund. £1,200.00 was earmarked for the fund, being the total of the unspent Chair’s Allowance between April 2019 and September 2020.  A Selection Panel comprising Marianne Stevenson (Chair), Tom Wynne and Allan Dyer was agreed. In May 2022 a further panel member was agreed, Cllr Emily Scriven. The fund opened on 29 December 2020, since when there has been 4 rounds of funding and a total of £1,595.00 across11 different community organisations. At the meeting of the Selection Panel in January ’22 it was agreed to revise the application form, selection criteria and promotion processes to ensure a more rigorous approach to the allocation of funding. Promotion of the funding needs to be strengthened with use of a variety of media, better lead in times and the encouragement of those organisations who have not applied for funding to date. 
2. Options for Council
i. Approve the 22/23 Plan with an annual allocation of a total of £1,000.00,  a maximum of £100.00 per applicant and the first round to commence on 6 July 2022
ii. Approve the 22/23 Plan with amendments
iii. Reject the Plan with the implication that the Parish Council does not allocate any Parish Council Community Funding in 22/23
3. Reason for Recommendation
This will be the final year of Parish Council Community Fund, in advance of the TPC elections in May 2023, when the new Council can choose to use this funding differently. It makes sense to continue the availability of this funding now that organisations have become used to its availability. Community groups have welcomed this use of the TPC precept, and the funding has enhanced facilities and equipment for local organisations. 
4. Expected Benefits
The Parish of Tintwistle and Crowden will benefit in the following ways:

· Local community organisations can receive funding that supports and enhances their ability to meet their objectives
· Taxpayers’ contributions are seen to be invested in the local community
