SUBJECT: Tintwistle Parish Council Climate Emergency Action Plan
PURPOSE: To inform on actions to date and enable a decision to approve the Climate Emergency Action Plan, including The Big Green Raffle 
RECOMMENDATIONS: That Council approves the Climate Emergency Action Plan including The Big Green Raffle
1. Background
In 2019 the UK Government committed the UK to reach net zero carbon emissions by 2050 (Ref: Net Zero Strategy: Build Back Greener ISBN 978-1-5286-2938-6). Since then, hundreds of local authorities have published plans to show how they intend to become carbon neutral. The Local Government Association has published a Councillor Workbook ‘The Local Pathway to Net Zero’ which will serve to inform the TPC planning.
At the Tintwistle Parish Council (TPC) meeting on1 November 2021 it was agreed to identify a Climate Change Champion/Activist that would support the Parish Council’s efforts. Consequently Sara Scott-Rivers volunteered as Tintwistle Climate Change Campaign Coordinator. Since 1 March ’22 Sara has been posting weekly ‘Small Steps You Can Take to Combat Climate Change’. Cllr Stevenson has met with Sara regularly to agree the posts and explore other initiatives. The Action Plan attached at Appendix A reflects the outcomes of these discussions and the priorities in the High Peak Borough Council (HPBC) plan published on 12 October 2021.

Cllr Stevenson and Sara Scott Rivers have also drafted plans for ‘The Tintwistle Big Green Raffle’ and a certification process for individuals who can demonstrate successful changes they have made to tackle the impact of climate change. See attached Appendix A.
