SUBJECT: Tintwistle Parish Council Community Fund (PCCF)
PURPOSE: To inform on the outcomes of the first-round of 22/23 funding applications and propose the responses to applicants for approval
RECOMMENDATIONS: That Council approves the decisions of the PCCF Panel
1. Background
At the Council meeting on 14 December 2020, it was agreed to convert the Chair’s Allowance to a TPC Community Fund. £1,200.00 was earmarked for the fund, being the total of the unspent Chair’s Allowance between April 2019 and September 2020.  A Selection Panel comprising Marianne Stevenson (Chair), Tom Wynne and Allan Dyer was agreed. In May 2020 a further panel member was agreed, Cllr Emily Scriven. The fund was promoted, and local organisations invited to apply for individual funding of £100.00 or less. This is the fifth round of funding. In June 2022 the Council agreed to changes in the funding criteria in order that the selection process was more rigorous.
The latest round of funding was promoted in July 2022. 7 community organisations applied. The PCCF Panel met on 24 August to select successful applicants against the criteria. 1 application was considered to fully meet all the criteria. Another application was for funding for the calendar year 2023 and was rejected. A further application from the Tintwistle WI was not relevant, the task which was to be funded has been agreed by the Council to be carried out by volunteers at their own expense. It is recommended that the remaining 4 applicants reapply, ensuring that all the information required, is provided.

Therefore, it is proposed that the Clerk writes to all the applicants accordingly with a deadline for those reapplying and payment made to the successful applicant, Tintwistle Band.
2. Options for Council
i. Approve the decisions of the PCCF Panel 
ii. Approve the decisions with amendments
iii. Reject the PCCF Panel decisions with the implication that the Parish Council does not fund any of the community funding applications
3. Reason for Recommendation
The creation of the PCCF has been welcomed by community organisations in Tintwistle and Crowden. So far, the TPC has approved a total of £1,595.00. These funds have been used to enhance facilities and equipment for local organisations which in turn have benefited residents.
4. Expected Benefits
The Parish of Tintwistle and Crowden will benefit in the following ways:

· Not for profit community organisations receive funding that supports and enhances their ability to meet their objectives
· Taxpayers’ contributions are seen to be invested in the community
