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TINTWISTLE PARISH COUNCIL
Tintwistle is a village in the Borough of High Peak in the county of Derbyshire with a population of 1,518. It is just north of Glossop and at the lower end of the Longdendale valley, with its string of large reservoirs, constructed in the mid-19th century.  The village straddles either side the A628. Part of the village lies in the Peak District National Park and is a conservation area. Tintwistle Parish Council has been in existence since the 1974 local government review and covers a large area. It comprises two wards – Tintwistle and Woodhead which includes the hamlet of Crowden. The Parish Council owns two areas of land in the village – the Holybank Quarry, currently being developed as an area of rewilding and the Sexton Street field on which the current Parish Council building stands. Tintwistle has a significant number of flourishing community organisations, two active churches and three sports associations – Tintwistle Crown Green Bowling Club, Tintwistle Cricket Club and Tintwistle Athletic Football Club. There is a well-equipped children’s playpark. The village is home to two brass bands. There is a history of several annual local events – the Remembrance Sunday Parade, Well Dressings, decorating two wells in the village, a Children’s Gala and the Tintwistle Fruit, Flower and Vegetable Show. The Parish Council currently comprises ten Councillors and has an active programme of work, which includes replacing the old council building with a new Community Centre.
